However, there was considerable controversy when the U.S. Preventive
Services Task Force (USPSTF) issued new recommendations on
mammography screening last November, which included routine
mammography every other year starting at age 50 and no mammography
for women over age 75.  Although not legally binding, the recommendations
may be considered by Medicare, other governmental organizations, private
insurers and health providers.

While there has always been some disagreement about when mammograms
should begin, and on what schedule, there is universal agreement that
mammography saves lives.  Komen for the Cure has made no changes to
today’s screening guidelines and will work to eliminate any impediments to
mammography screening for women age 40 and older.

The focus should remain on the critical issue that one-third of the women
who should be screened under today’s guidelines are not being screened
due to lack of access, education or awareness.  “Women ages 40 to 49 must
have access to mammography if they need it,” said Jennifer Luray, president
of the Susan G. Komen for the Cure Advocacy Alliance. “As states across
the country struggle to balance their budgets, we will be watching to
ensure the USPSTF recommendations are not used as a justification for
slashing critical services to women in need.”

Treatment Update:
Triple Negative Breast Cancer and P ARP Inhibitors

I was diagnosed in 1996, 13 years ago. The doctors  gave me a choice to remove the lump and take chemo or have a
mastectomy. I had a mastectomy. It was a very difficult time in my life.  Back then, there was no literature available in
Spanish. Now, because of Komen, there are a lot of educational materials in Spanish. It would have made a big difference
for me if I had had Spanish information when I was diagnosed. I needed information about surgery and what would happen
to me. Cuando tu leyes tu sabes mas o menos lo que va a pasar. I didn't have anyone to speak to in Spanish.

Many Hispanic women are dying of breast cancer because they don't know where to go and how to get what they need.
Language is a barrier to health care. I learned a lot about breast cancer through the Amigas Unidas program at MetroHealth.
Through funding by Komen, they provide training so that women like me can educate other Latina women about breast
health. We try to make sure that they understand the information and answer any questions they have. We tell women how
to get a mammogram and where to go – all in Spanish.

I know many women who have gotten free mammograms through MetroHealth and Komen. These women worry they might have cancer and they are
afraid to find out.  Talking to Amigas gives them strength and hope. I enjoy talking to survivors because I've been there. I talk to them about not being
afraid. You have to continue your life. I try to advocate for them and try to make them laugh. I try to do what I wish people did for me.

Now, my daughter and cousin want to be Amiga volunteers so that they can help other people fight this disease. There are over 100 Latina women
who are on the waiting list to be an Amiga.  Because of Komen, there is more education, more hope and more women surviving than 13 years ago. We
have the Amigas and we are finding our voice.

Susan G. Komen for the Cure is dedicated to saving lives and ending breast cancer forever. One way
this is made obvious is through Komen's work in energizing science. Recent research, funded
through a $6.4 million Promise Grant from Komen and the Triple Negative Breast Cancer Foundation
(TNBCF), has discovered a new possible treatment method for triple negative breast tumors.

Unlike other breast cancers, triple negative tumors lack the three receptors known to fuel breast
cancer: estrogen, progesterone and HER2. Most of the treatments available today are aimed at
those receptors, making treatment of triple negative tumors difficult. Currently, since hormone
therapies are not a viable option, the only treatments available to those with triple negative breast
cancer are chemotherapy, radiation, or surgery.  The recent discovery of PARP inhibitors, however,
may change that.

PARP (Poly (ADP-Ribose) polymerase) inhibitors are enzymes involved in the repair of DNA.
Because some chemotherapies damage DNA, adding PARPs to the course of treatment may lower
the chances of cancer cells becoming resistant to the chemo. In a recent study, 120 women with
triple negative breast cancer were assigned to receive either two chemotherapy drugs or those same
two drugs in combination with PARP inhibitors. The logic behind the study design was that
chemotherapy would cause DNA damage in the triple negative breast cancer cells and the PARP
inhibitor would help prevent the cell from repairing the damage, leading to cell death.

Although the study was small, it showed evidence that PARP inhibitors increased the effectiveness
of chemotherapy, allowing the cancer to remain under control for a longer period of time. In addition,
the women who received the PARP inhibitors actually had an improvement in survival of several
months.  While these findings give great hope that a new treatment may soon be available to those
with triple negative breast cancer, these results can only be described as preliminary. PARP inhibitors
still require further testing so these results can be confirmed.

The focus on triple negative breast cancer is fairly recent and little is known about its pathology.
There is a great need for future trials, particularly those aimed at younger African American and
Hispanic women, who are affected  disproportionately by triple negative breast cancer.   If you or
someone you know is battling triple negative breast cancer, please ask your doctor if a clinical trial
would be right for you.

Mammography is not perfect but is still our best
tool for early detection.  Komen CEO and founder
Nancy Brinker vowed to move mammography
technology forward.  “We need screening
technology that is more predictive, more available
and more personal, but less expensive.  We can
do it if we have the political will,” said Brinker.

Komen has called on Congress to redouble
efforts to create better screening technology.
Brinker has announced  that Komen will host a
major summit where the top leaders from the
public health, scientific, governmental and
advocacy communities will convene to identify
specific ways to close the technology gap.

Komen Northeast Ohio will continue working to
empower women to take charge of their breast
health. “This is a call to action,” said Sophie
Sureau, Executive Director.  “We must educate
ourselves and, with our doctors, make health
decisions that are right for us. In the community,
we must continue funding effective education
and screening programs that reach all Northeast
Ohio women. And, we must advocate for sound
public policy that will ensure that all women have
access to mammography.”

Nonprofit Executive Director of the Year Award

A:  The U.S. Preventive Services Task Force (USPSTF) announcement regarding screening mammograms caused much concern and confusion for
women who wonder if they should continue to receive mammograms.  In response, University Hospitals Ireland Cancer Center and MetroHealth
Cancer Care Center continue to recommend screening mammograms each year for women of age 40 and older.

In November, USPSTF recommended against routine screening mammograms in women aged 40-49 and recommended mammograms every two years
for those 50 and older. The USPSTF stated that the decision to start regular, biennial screening mammography before the age of 50 should be an
individual one and take patient context into account.  Several groups of physicians and scientists have issued recommendations regarding the
importance of screening mammograms.  Many groups, including American Cancer Society and Society of Breast Imaging, continue to favor annual
mammograms beginning at age 40, and that is what we recommend for our patients.

Breast cancer is an important health problem that causes not only cancer deaths but serious illness. Breast cancers caught earlier by screening
mammograms are more likely to be cured and are less likely to require chemotherapy or extensive surgery. Many of the studies reviewed by the
USPSTF that recommended against screening did not use digital mammograms, which provide better screening in younger women, and therefore
may have underestimated the benefit of screening.  USPSTF recommendations were based on statistical predictions and not new scientific data. All
experts, including those on the USPSTF, agree that screening mammography saves lives, even in the 40-49 year old age group where mammograms
are less accurate. Research may help understand which patients are at low enough risk that screening can be done less often or not until after age
49. Until then, women 40 and older should continue to be regularly screened and discuss issues they may have with their physician.

University Hospitals Case Medical Center and MetroHealth Medical Center recommend that women age 40 and over obtain yearly screening
mammograms.

In December 2009, the board of directors of Susan

Brinker is credited with the
creation of the global breast cancer movement.
In 1983, she founded the Susan G. Komen Race
for the Cure®, now the world’s largest and most
successful education and fundraising event for
breast cancer.  Komen’s unwavering advocacy
for breast cancer survivors has led to new
legislation and greater government research
funding. To date, every major advance in breast
cancer has been touched by the nearly $1.5 billion
the organization has spent to fight the disease.

In 2009, Brinker was awarded the Presidential
Medal of Freedom for her work in breast cancer
and is currently Goodwill Ambassador for
Cancer Control for the United Nations’ World
Health Organization.
