What is the Community Profile?

The Susan G. Komen Northeast Ohio (NEO) Community Profile assesses breast health education, screening,
diagnostic, treatment, and survivor support needs in each of the 22 counties in the Northeast Ohio service
area. Through the data collection and analysis process, Komen NEO is able to identify the specific, unmet
breast health needs in the communities we serve. The Community Profile report allows Komen NEO to direct

grant funding and services to the areas most in need.
Community Needs in Stark County

Healthy People 2020 (HP2020) is a major federal
initiative that provides health objectives for the country
as a whole. Two key objectives from HP2020 were used
to determine target communities for breast cancer in
Northeast Ohio:

1. Reduce the number of breast cancers found at a
late-stage to 41.0; and

2. Reduce women’s death rate from breast cancer
to 20.6.

Counties that are not likely to achieve either of the
HP2020 targets are considered to have the highest
needs; counties that have already achieved or will
achieve both targets are considered to have the lowest
needs; other counties are classified based on the
number of years needed to achieve the two targets.
Based on this classification, Stark County s
considered an area of high need.
